A large multi-system private agency in Kansas that provides services to children and families throughout the state.   The services the agency provides are family preservation foster home licensing and mental health services. The student will be allowed to observe and then participate in all aspects of the services.  An excellent opportunity to observe multi-systems in that the child welfare worker must often interface with the school system, medical system, and legal system and with other social service providers.
