Overview

Fall Enroliment Overview

The Fall Enroliment component collects student enroliment counts by level of student, enroliment status, gender and race/ethnicity. In addition, first-time students’ fall-to-fall retention
rates and the student-to-faculty ratio are collected. Enrollment by age is required in odd-numbered years, and enroliment by residence of first-time undergraduates is required in even-
numbered years.
